[bookmark: _GoBack]A Special Meeting of the Council of The Rural Municipality of Stuartburn was held on January 23, 2013 in the Municipal Office in Vita.  Members present were:  Reeve Jim Swidersky, Deputy Reeve John Gawronsky, Councillors Christine Friesen and Konrad Narth.  Councillor Ed Penner was absent but was aware of the meeting.  Also present were Interim Chief Administrative Officer J. Reimer and Clerk Hazel Dudar.

Guests for the meeting were:  Gerry Delorme, Executive Director, Health Emergency Management for Manitoba Health, Kaylee Maslowsky, Project Manager, Dr. Myron Thiessen, Director of Medical Services along with Scott Noble, EMS Regional Program Manager for South Eastman Health, and Kathy McPhail from the Southern Regional Health Authority.

Reeve Swidersky called the meeting to order at 11:07 A.M.

The purpose of the meeting was to gather information on the current situation of the physician shortage and an overview of the planned stages of the pilot project that Manitoba Health is creating.

Dr. Thiessen and Kathy presented information on the status of the hospital and clinic, and also on the current issues of retaining physicians, provincially and on a national basis.  A federal program has been set up to provide incentives for tuition costs and this may be used as an attraction for doctors to consider a rural practice.

Mr. Delorme gave a report on the preliminary overview of a community pilot project.  A steering committee has been created to overlook every field in medicine and the needs of the public that require medical attention.  He did note that this project is a high priority model and should advance quickly.  The steering committee has a tentative meeting set for February 19th in the R.M. Office.
